The 
Museum opened in 1983 in the basement of the old Allegheny 
City Post Office. 

This year, we’re celebrating our 25th birthday in our new 
expanded building (opened Nov 2004) that links three centuries 
of architecture in a dynamic and interactive exhibit space. The 
museum is LEED certified and we are dedicated to presenting 
innovative programming experiences in a sustainable way.

• The Studio is a 4,500 sq. ft. multimedia space. 

• There are seven “permanent” features in The Studio –
intaglio printmaking, papermaking, ceramics, silkscreen, 
assemblage sculpture, fiber arts, and painting. 

• Additional table programming is flexible, and may or may not 
be facilitated by staff or visiting artists.

• Weekly ceramics classes are $5 per child. Other fee-based 
workshops have included advanced block printing, digital silk 
screen printing, and jewelry making.

There is an Education Staff Manager and 2 
Assistant Managers for 25 part-time 
Museum Educators. At least 4 Museum 
Educators are in The Studio at all times. 
Studio Arts Educator does not directly 
manage staff, but develops new standards-
based activities for The Studio and 
professional development courses for 
teachers. Programming Manager is 
responsible for supplementary activities, 
such as bringing artists and performers in.
